We are doing what we know 

to do in order to be well-informed and to find a place to meet for the long 

term, and it is exciting to watch and wait and see what God will do. If He 

provides a place for our church, it will be extremely evident that He is the One 

who provided.  

Finally, please pray that we will have wisdom to know what to do 
concerning meeting in the short term once the quarantine is lifted while 

we look and wait for a long-term solution. We trust that God has a solution for 

this need as well.
