It is on the second floor and
is approximately 1,100 square feet. The current asking price is $292,837.50, and the property is unfinished. Of course,
as God provides the finances, we would seck to negotiate the price. We would like to have $330,000 in order to buy
the property and prepare it for ministry use.

God has wonderfully supplied over $133,000 through the amazing generosity of several people and churches, with
another $50,000 committed from a local church in Missouri. In other words, we desire to raise an additional $150,000.
